Chapter 1: Discovering iPhoto for iO S
iPhoto for iO S offers m any great features for editing, organizing, sharing, and displaying
photos. In this chapter you learn the basics of iPhoto and discover how  to get started w ith
photos, album s, events, and journals on the iPad and iPhone.

Take a First Look at iPhoto
iPhoto is designed to help you get m ore from  your photography. B ut before you can begin
editing and sharing your photos, you m ust understand how  iPhoto groups your photos into



collections.

You can use iPhoto as a stand-alone app, but iPhoto w orks closely w ith other apps:
C am era and Photo on iO S devices, and iTunes and iPhoto on the M ac. Supporting iPhoto
w ith these other applications helps you get the m ost from  iPhoto by keeping your photos
organized and ready to share.

Understanding iPhoto Browsing
iPhoto can display all the photos in your device in a single list. This option can be
spectacular, but it can also be difficult to search for a specific photo. To help you find
photos, iPhoto can group related photos into collections. The three collection types
appear on the m ain iPhoto launch page: A lbum s, Events, and Journals. Each has its
quirks. Som e features m ay not w ork as you expect.

Understanding Albums
iPhoto displays three kinds of album s. You can group any of your photos into a nam ed
album  using the Photos app on an iO S device. You can also create album s using
iPhoto on the M ac, and im port them  to your device through iTunes or by uploading
them  to A pple‒s Photo Stream  service. iPhoto for iO S creates album s autom atically
w hen you select photos as favorites, w hen you edit photos, or w hen you beam  photos
betw een devices by sharing them  over W i-Fi. You can also tag photos w ith your ow n
keyw ords. iPhoto autom atically creates tag album s for photos that share a tag.

Understanding Events
Events organize your photos by date. You can im port events from  your M ac iPhoto
library using iTunes. This is a good w ay to display your existing photo collections.
Events are also created autom atically w hen you im port photos from  a digital cam era
or m em ory card using the iPad C am era C onnection K it. You cannot create events any
other w ay.



Understanding Journals
You can use journals to display your photos in a beautiful layout w ith supporting text,
m aps, calendar dates, and other details. Journals are for sharing, not for brow sing. You
can upload them  to your iC loud account as a w eb page and send the link to friends
and fam ily.

Brow se G roups of Photos
You can use the buttons on the m ain iPhoto launch screen to brow se photos and view  your
album s, events, and journals.

You can also sw ap betw een the different view s by sw iping left or right at the top or bottom
of the screen.

A Help Button
D isplays the iPhoto help pages.

B Albums Button
D isplays a list of album s on your device.

C Photos Button
D isplays every photo on your device w ithout trying to group them .



D Events Button
Show s a list of events on your device.

E Journals Button
D isplays the journals you have created.

View  Photos
W hen you first fire up iPhoto and tap the Photos button on the launch page, iPhoto show s
you every photo stored on your device as a list of thum bnails ‍  sm all preview  im ages.

To brow se your photos, scroll through the list. A  Pow er Scroll feature at the right of the
w indow  m akes it easy to scroll through them  quickly. iPhoto displays the m onth and date
of the photos as you scroll through them .

View  Photos

 Tap the iPhoto icon on the H om e screen to launch iPhoto.

Note: If you use iPhoto regularly, you can tap and hold its icon to rearrange your app
display and drag the iPhoto icon to the D ock for quick access.



iPhoto launches.

 If the thum bnails do not appear, tap the Photos button.

The list of thum bnails appears.

 D rag your finger up and dow n on the Pow er Scroll bar to m ove quickly through the
photos.

A iPhoto displays the m onth and date as you scroll.

Note: To scroll m ore slow ly, drag your finger on the photo grid.

 Tap any photo to view  it.



iPhoto displays the photo in an Editor screen w ith a selection of editing controls and a
sm aller thum bnails list.

 Tap the Photos button to return to the list of album s.

Note: You can sw ipe your finger left and right in the Editor to view  further photos.

TIPS
Is there a quick way to scroll to the top of the thumbnails?

Tap the status bar on your device ‍  the area at the top of the screen that displays the
tim e, battery charge, W i-Fi signal strength, and other status inform ation. iPhoto quickly
scrolls to the top of the thum bnails list. U nfortunately there is no quick w ay to scroll to
the end of the list.
Can I view the list in portrait mode?

In portrait m ode, the display show s slightly m ore photos per screen than in landscape
m ode. To select portrait m ode, rotate the device to one of the tw o possible portrait
orientations w ith the hom e button and connector port at the top or bottom . The thum bnail
display rotates autom atically.

Explore Album s
You can view  the album s on your device by tapping the A lbum s button on the iPhoto start
page. The album s feature displays the album s you create in iPhoto for the M ac, Photoshop
Elem ents, A perture, or the iO S Photos app. You can create tag album s by adding tag
keyw ords to a photo, as described in C hapter 6. You cannot create standard album s.

iPhoto m aintains a collection of special album s for your convenience, including edited
photos and photos you m ark w ith the flag and favorite (rosette) sym bols. The iO S cam era
roll and photos you beam  ‍  w irelessly im port ‍  from  other devices also appear in
special album s.



Explore Album s

 Launch iPhoto.

 If the A lbum s page does not appear, tap the Albums button.

iPhoto displays a list of album s.

Note: The Edited, Flagged, B eam ed, and Favorites album s appear only after you edit,
beam , flag, or favorite a photo.

Note: N am ed album s appear only if you create them  in the Photos app or im port them  via
iTunes or Photo Stream .

 If there are m ore than 12 album s, drag your finger up and dow n to scroll through the
list.

 Tap any album  to view  it.



iPhoto displays the photos in the album  in the sm all thum bnails list at one side of the
screen and loads the first photo in the Editor.

 Sw ipe left or right to view  further photos in the album .

Note: You can also view  photos by tapping them  in the thum bnails list.

 Tap the Albums button to return to the m ain thum bnails list.

TIPS
W hy do albums appear in different colors?

The colors help you recognize the different types of album s. The album s you create
yourself appear w ith a gray border. The C am era R oll album  appears w ith a gray-blue
border. The rem aining album s are generated and m aintained by iPhoto. They appear w ith
a light brow n border.
W hat is the Photo Box album?

There is no w ay to delete a photo perm anently in iPhoto. If you use the Photos app to



delete a photo from  your device after you edit it, select it as a favorite, or use it in a
journal, iPhoto keeps a copy of the photo in the Edited album . If you then rem ove the
photo‒s edits or tags or rem ove it from  a journal, iPhoto m oves it to Photo B ox ‍
because it has now here else to put it.

View  Events
Events are groups of photos arranged by date. iPhoto autom atically splits photos into
events w hen you im port them  from  a digital cam era or SD  card using the iPad C am era
C onnection K it. You can view  events on your device by tapping the Events button on the
iPhoto start page.

You can also im port events from  iPhoto on the M ac using iTunes or Photo Stream . This is
a good w ay to set up an iPad as a portable photo album . There is no w ay to create events
in iPhoto itself.

View  Events

 Launch iPhoto.

 If the Events page does not appear, tap the Events button.



iPhoto displays a list of events.

Note: If there are no events, the page displays a note about im porting and creating them .

 If there are m ore than 12 events, drag your finger up and dow n to scroll through the list.

 Tap any event to view  it.

iPhoto displays the photos in the event in the sm all thum bnails list at one side of the
screen and also loads the first photo into the Editor.

 Sw ipe left or right to view  further photos in the event.

Note: You can also view  photos by tapping them  in the thum bnails list.



 Tap the Events button to return to the m ain thum bnails list.

TIPS
W hy do some thumbnails include small white icons?

If you edit, flag, or favorite a photo, iPhoto adds a m atching sm all icon to it to rem ind
you ‍  for exam ple, flagged photos show  a sm all flag. The icons appear in the
thum bnails w hen you view  events and album s, but not in the m ain photo list.
Can I rearrange the order of events?

Events are listed in date order, so you cannot rearrange them . H ow ever, you can create
and rearrange events in iPhoto for the M ac and dow nload them  into iPhoto for iO S. This
is a very indirect w ay to change the order, but it does w ork.

Explore Journals
You can use journals to collect related photos and display them  as w eb pages w ith
additional com m ents, date icons, m ap locations, and other inform ation.

Journals are designed to be shared. You can upload them  to iC loud and share them  as w eb
links. You can also view  them  on a device. In iPhoto, collecting photos in a journal,
tapping them  to open them , and sw iping through them  is the only w ay to view  them  full
screen.
